Vinny Testaverde scored the TdD on a 9-yard run to propel the Ravens to a
19-14 win over the Oakland Raiders.

The Ravens concluded their inaugural season with a 4-12 record following a
24-21 loss to the Houston OilefEhe Ravens were 4-4 at home, but 0-8 on
the road.The team sold out all 10 home games, including the 2 preseason
games. Baltimore held a second-half lead in 10 oflitSrial games, but won
only 2. QBVinny Testaverde was voted to the Pro Bowl after throwing|for
4,177 yards and 3BDs. WRs Michael Jackson and Derridkexander both
eclipsed the 1,000-yard receiving mark and combined farl28eceptions.

The Ravens and/estern Maryland College entered into a 5-year agreement to
hold training camp at thé/estminsterMD campus.

The Ravens selected LBeter Boulware with their 1st pick in the 1997 draft
(4th overall). Boulware went on to win NHRefensive Rookie of th¥ear
honors and finished with115 QBsacks, the 4th-best sack total by a rookie in
NFL history.

Baltimore defeat3ennessee, 21-19, in the final game at Memorial Stadium.

In a draft-day trade with
New England, the Ravens secured a 2nd 1st-round pick (19th overall) and
selectel QB Kyle Boller (California) in exchange for their 2nd-round pick in
2003 and their 1st-rounder in 2004.
